Please describe the objectives of a veterinarian meeting this shortage situation as well as being located in the community, area, 
state/insular area, or position requested above (limit your response to 200 words or less). 
 
This northwest central area of the Michigan’s Lower Peninsula is a largely rural with a food animal population of 
approximately 52,724, being mostly small to medium sized beef herds, small ruminant herds/flocks, and numerous dairies.  
These three counties are currently home to four veterinarians, all living in or near the city of Cadillac.  One of these counties 
has no resident DVM and contains about half of the food animals.  Practitioners in this area have stated, in recent 
conversations, that they frequently travel 60 or more miles in one direction to provide service, and with new dairy farms that 
have been established or are being established, they anticipate these requests to become more frequent. 
 
A veterinarian working in this shortage area would devote a minimum of 30% of their time to practice of food animal 
medicine.  Objectives of having veterinary coverage for the food animals in this rural area include protecting the health and 
well-being of food animals, improving productivity of animals thus enhancing the viability of the food animal industry in the 
rural areas, protecting the food supply, conducting testing in association with TB and other disease control programs, and 
detecting the emergence of new or foreign animal diseases. 
 
 
Please describe the activities of a veterinarian meeting this shortage situation and being located in the community, area, 
state/insular area, or position requested above (limit your response to 200 words or less). 
 
Activities include: 

 Developing programs to prevent animal disease. 

 Diagnosing disease and correcting disease including provision of medications, surgery, diet changes, etc. 

 Conducting necropsies on animals that die and, cooperating with the diagnostic laboratory, identify the cause of 
death. 

 Recommending and evaluating biosecurity measures to prevent disease from entering or, if necessary, leaving the 
farm. 

 Identifying new diseases or new presentations of old diseases. 

 Identifying zoonotic or foreign animal diseases and cooperating with animal and public health authorities in the 
investigation of, and response to, such occurrences. 

 
 
Please describe any past efforts to recruit and retain a veterinarian in the shortage situation identified above (limit your 
response to 100 words or less). 
 
While state agencies have not had programs for recruitment of veterinarians to rural/underserved areas, recruitment efforts 
by local private practices have met with poor success due to the predominantly rural nature of this area and its distance 
from cultural/population centers.   
 
 
Please describe the risk of this veterinarian position not being secured or retained.  Include the risk(s) to the production of a 
safe and wholesome food supply and to animal, human, and environmental health not only in the community but in the region, 
state/insular area, nation, and/or international community (limit your response to 250 words or less). 
 
Veterinarians engaged in food animal veterinary medicine work on the front lines of animal and public health.  These 
veterinarians are often the first to identify new diseases or conditions, to notice an increased prevalence in disease, to 
identify the occurrence of zoonotic diseases, and to identify diseases or conditions which may affect the human food supply, 
and as such, have the responsibility to be first responders for the detection and on going surveillance for a host of agents 
associated with bioterrorism, agroterrorism, and food safety.
