Ohio-Hancock County Saves- (Barb) shared info about using a SAVES Game, similar to BINGO.  This is a vinyl floor mat with S-A-V-E-S across top, with statements in each square.  Small stuffed pigs are thrown onto square that they practice, etc.  Used different ways.  Barb will email photos, instructions to Jim to share on website
New York—Nancy reported they are working on re-building, determining which counties are going to be able to participate.  They plan to work with businesses, using paycheck stuffers.  Changes in financial institutions have made getting resources challenging.

Missouri-Rebecca is working with local Credit Union to hopefully set up a SAVER account.  Planning another Piggy Bank Pageant (they purchased banks and give to youth to decorate.  Used a bingo game to award gifts to savers.
Indy Saves:  Rebecca/David reported they are in planning stages.  Have Asset Coalition and team captains.  Each captain agrees to reach 20 savers during SAVES WEEK.

Florida/Okaloosa Saves-Elaine reported they will be doing EcoNomic Living Expo prior to Saves Week, with speakers, exhibits, workshops, and piggy bank contest.  She developed a Penny exhibit that she can share photos, etc.  Will be also working on doing Money Tips again, which can be shared with employers to send out.
Tennessee Saves/Chattanooga:  June reported that a local Credit Union is planning on doing an event on “coupons.”  Also planning an Anniversary event with the finals of the Piggy Bank contest.
