Money Tips for America Saves Week
How do I use these Money Tips?  

· Send out daily tips during Saves Week to “savers,”  partner organizations, County employees.

· Post daily tips on website, Facebook, Twitter, or blog.

· Work with local media to have tips done daily during Saves Week.  (ex.  Have Daily Newspaper run tips during Saves Week)

· Personalize tips with your information/local saves website.

· Send out as a “package” to other businesses and organizations.  They select one of the tips and send out daily to their employees/customers.

· Tip slides that are provided can be sent out as “stand alone” tips, posted on internet, or printed for use.

· A survey instrument is provided for readers.
