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On the next edition of Partners, it’s Fueling America.  At Purdue, researchers have created a new yeast that breaks down corn waste, increasing ethanol production by 40%.  At UC-Berkeley, scientists are producing hydrogen from green algae, and in the process, eliminating the use of fossil fuels in its production.   And in Tennessee, switch grass is all the buzz - offering a biofuel alternative for the country’s expanding ethanol industry.
